COURSE DESCRIPTION AND OBJECTIVES 
This course includes the study of limits, differentiation and integration.  In particular, students should develop 1) an understanding of the concepts of limit, continuity, derivative and integral; 2) the skills needed for computing limits, derivatives, and integrals; 3) the skills needed tor solving various applications of limits, derivatives, and integrals; 4) knowledge of the following theorems: Intermediated Value Theorem, Rolle’s Theorem, Mean Value Theorem, and the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus.  In this course we will cover most of the material from chapters 2 – 6.  

GRADING

You will receive a grade for every class meeting with the exception of the day of the final exam (58 grades altogether), be given 10 mini-tests, be given 3 tests and a comprehensive final exam. Your best 50 class participation grades will count for 4% of your grade, your best 8 mini-tests will count for 16% of your grade, each test will count for 20% of your grade, and the final exam will count for 20% of your grade.  There will be no makeup tests or mini-tests.  If the score on your final exam is higher than the score on your lowest test, then the final exam score will replace your lowest test score.  If you are missing class due to illness or other extenuating circumstances, please contact me immediately.

MINI-TESTS
Ten mini-tests will be given during class (approximately 10 – 15 minutes in length).  These mini-tests will be over the suggested homework problems.  There will be no makeup mini-tests, however, the lowest two scores will be dropped.  See the schedule for tentative dates. 
CALCULATORS
You are expected to bring a TI-84 or comparable calculator to class.  You will be allowed to use your calculator on portions of your mini-tests, tests, and final.

IN-CLASS PARTICIPATION AND ACTIVITIES
You will receive a score (0 – 0.4) for every class meeting with the exception of the day of the final exam. Your score may be lowered for missing part of class!
