Problems given in the quizzes and tests will be similar to these suggested homework problems. 
Quizzes:  Weekly quizzes will be given. Every Thursday a quiz will be posted to the web page; please follow the instructions on how to submit the results back to the instructor. Due dates are indicated on each assignment. Quiz questions will be identical or very similar to suggested homework problems. You will drop your lowest two quiz grades. There will be no make-up quizzes. Missed quizzes are worth zero points!
